INTERIM REGISTRATION

Interim registration will be available on-line on the My.USF
beginning November 11 for seniors. Current students will
need to go to the Registration Information on the web to
determine when on-line registration opens for them.
Instructions for on-line registration will also be available
on the Registrar’s Office webpage. Students must counsel
with their advisor in order to receive registration
clearance. New and transfer students for Interim will
receive registration information when accepted to USF as
on-line registration is not available to new students.
Students interested in travel courses should contact the
instructor prior to registration.

INTERIM PURPOSE
Interim at the University of Sioux Falls is designed so that
the student can concentrate on a single academic
endeavor in an intensive study experience. Interim classes
provide both students and faculty with an opportunity for
a welcomed and important change of pace. It also
provides educational opportunities that do not normally
exist during the regular semesters:

*travel experiences to broaden the student's
education background

*experimentation and innovation through
independent studies or innovative courses and

*an opportunity to explore new topics.

INTERIM POLICIES

Full-time students are encouraged and expected to
register for an Interim course as part of their academic
experiences. Part-time students are also encouraged to
take the Interim.

During Interim, a student may enroll for a maximum of
four semester hours of credit. Students who petition to
enroll for more than four semester hours must receive
permission from the Registrar. Students taking more than
4 semester hours of credit will also have additional tuition
charges.

INTERIM FEES AND REFUND POLICY

Full-time undergraduate students (excluding DCP students)
during either the Fall or Spring semesters may enroll for
the Interim without additional cost for up to 4 s.h. If the
student petitions to take more than 4 s.h. during Interim,
$280 will be charged for each credit over the 4 s.h.
Students who contract for a dorm room in the residence
halls or board during the Fall or Spring semester will not
be charged for the Interim. Since no charges are assessed,
no refunds will be granted if the student chooses not to
attend Interim.

A student who is not enrolled on a full-time basis in the fall
and who plans to enroll as a full-time student for the
Spring semester will be charged for Interim tuition based
on the part-time tuition rate of 5280 per semester hour
plus fees for room and board. The fees paid will be applied
to the Spring semester full-time tuition and room and
board fees.

Payment for Interim is due on the first day of class. USF
accepts VISA, MasterCard, or Discover card over the
phone or online. Visiting students requesting on-campus
housing during Interim must contact Student Development
(331-6620) at least 2 weeks before the term begins. On-
campus housing for visiting students is based on
availability. There is a $100 room deposit to secure a
room which will be returned when the resident checks out
of housing.

FINANCIAL AID

Financial aid is not available during Interim. Part-time
students or students planning on traveling during interim
should make prior arrangements and visit the financial aid
office.

REFUND POLICY FOR PART-TIME STUDENTS

75% of the tuition charges will be refunded if withdrawal is
completed within five class days, and 50% if withdrawal is
completed from the sixth to tenth day. No refunds from




the eleventh day to the end of Interim. Board is prorated
by the week. There is no room refund. A student who has
permission to pursue off-campus work for academic credit
during Interim may be allowed a refund of the equivalent
meal charge for this period. One-half will be refunded in
advance upon application in the Business Office, and one-
half upon enrollment for the second semester. If the
student has a balance due, this refund will be applied to
the student’s account.

INDEPENDENT STUDY OR INTERNSHIP OPPORTUNITIES

Students who wish to devote their Interim to an
independent study project or internship must submit their
proposal on the proper forms. Independent study forms
are available in the Office of the Registrar and Internship
forms are available from Career & Disability Services.
Forms are also available online. The completed proposal is
due in the Registrar's Office no later than December 14.

GRADING PROCEDURE

Each course description indicates the grading system to be
used. When the course is graded ABCDF (letter grade), the
student may request P (pass) or NC (no credit). Courses
used in the major or for general education cannot be
changed to P or NC. The student must request the P or NC
option by the end of the second day of classes.

WITHDRAWAL

Any student who chooses to withdraw from Interim must
inform the Office of the Registrar. A grade of “W” will be
assigned for withdrawal during the designated withdrawal
period. Please refer to interim calendar for dates. A grade
of “F” will be recorded for unauthorized withdrawal from a
course.

INTER-CAMPUS EXCHANGE PROGRAM

It is possible for students to attend Interim at another 4-1-
4 college or university. USF has a tuition waiver
agreement with some 4-1-4 schools. This exchange
privilege will be solicited by the Registrar’s Office on the
student’s behalf.  The student must complete an
application for off-campus study which may be obtained in
the Registrar’s Office. It must first be signed by the
student’s advisor and then by the Associate Academic
Dean. This procedure ensures that the course is approved
and that the student will receive credit for the coursework
done at another school. Other 4-1-4 colleges and
universities usually give their own students first choice of

Interim courses; thus, there is the possibility that a course
may reach full enrollment prior to the processing of
exchange applications. Each student who attends Interim
at another school on the tuition exchange program, and
resides on another campus is responsible for expenses
assessed by the host school. This may include room and
board, deposits, lab fees, materials, fees, and
transportation. Interim catalogs from other colleges and
universities are kept on file in the Registrar’s Office.

VISITING STUDENTS

The University of Sioux Falls welcomes applications from
students enrolled at other 4-1-4 colleges and universities.
A completed application, along with a $10 application fee,
should be submitted by December 14. USF will not charge
tuition to visiting Interim students, provided they are full-
time students at their home institution and the visiting
student’s school agrees to waive tuition for full-time USF
students. A student who attends Interim and is not on a
student waiver will pay the part-time tuition of $280 per
semester hour. A student is responsible for other course
fees and room and board assessed by the University of
Sioux Falls if the student elects to live on campus. These
fees are payable at registration or on the first day of class.

COURSE DESCRIPTIONS

| Travel Courses

Some travel courses also satisfy major or liberal arts core
requirements. Please refer to each course description for
details.

CST409A Theatre of Social Change

This class will expose students to the critical issues and
creative methods that lead to theatre of social change.
Through research, writing and empirical exercises, the
class will explore the connection between the artist and
his/her community. (3 s.h.)

We will be offering a trip, but it will not be the entirety of
the class and the students will be given an option of
staying in Sioux Falls and working on a local project if they
choose not to travel.

EDU373A Learning Communities of the World

This course is designed to promote a global perspective of
education and to challenge assumptions about the
American education system in light of the experience of
learners throughout the world. Interaction with students
and educators from other countries will encourage a
connection to cultures and issues that are part of the
various systems of learning and ways of knowing. By
developing a broader awareness of education from an
international scope, students in the course will gain insight
into dominant culture thinking, education reform, and the
strengths and limitations of schooling in the United States.
The results of the study will help students develop
classroom practices and an informed teaching philosophy
that will equip them for diverse classrooms. A service
project is arranged at one of the locations visited, where
possible. (3 s.h.)

This course will meet for orientation and preliminary class
sessions prior to the trip (to be scheduled in November and
December).

ENG/HIS274A Travel: Italian Culture in Context- An
Interdisciplinary Study of the Travel Literature of
Florence and Venice

Everyone travels at some point in his or her life. The act of
going on a journey is, in some form, one of the
fundamental experiences of human life, just as it is a
common metaphor for life itself. This course will be
organized around the themes of self, culture, commerce,
history, and travel writing in an Italian context. Our
readings and discussions will repeatedly come back to the
guestions: what do we learn about ourselves from the
experience of being someplace new? What do we learn
about other places, spaces, people and cultures during
those same acts of writing? What insights do we have
during the process of reflection as we contemplate the
dynamic, creative relationships among writing, identity,
and history?

There are, of course, no simple answers to such complex
guestions, but through the type of self-exploration that
traveling, reading, and writing provides we may increase
our ability to ask the important philosophical questions
that help us understand our connection to the world and
to others. The course will be organized historically in that
we will attempt to place our texts in time and space, as
historically conditioned explorations of exotic places and
cultures; but it will also be historical in that we will
consider the function of perspective in our texts,
examining the cultural presuppositions, biographical facts,
economic times, and gendered predisposition that
condition the authorial point of view.

This will be a collaborative, student-centered course in
which everyone plays some part in exploring the issues,
guestions, and texts pertaining to Venetian and Florentine
travel literature. There will be informal lectures providing
background and various ways of placing our texts

historically and culturally within an Italian context, but the
emphasis of our classes will be on our structured
discussions, including your oral reports, small group
activities, travel journal, and your own personal travel
writing/final project. (3 s.h.)

Pre-requisite: LAR 111

SSC/NSC283A  Experiencing Island Culture

This travel course will lead students on a two-week
scientific and cultural adventure to the Hawaiian island of
Oahu. Hawaiian culture is rich and diverse, and this course
will afford a unique opportunity for students to study the
history and development of this island culture, the
historical and political journey which led Hawaii to
statehood, and the natural history which makes Hawaii
unique including volcanoes, ocean life, rainforests, and the
stars. (4 s.h.)

MUS293A Travel: Italian Tour, the Concert Chorale
The 10-day tour of Italy will provide an opportunity for
students to experience first-hand the art, architecture,
culture, and musical history of Italy. Several course
meetings prior to the tour will orient students to the
museums, historical sites, local customs, cuisine, and
languages they encounter. Only those students who have
registered ahead of time for the tour will be eligible to
take the course for credit. This course fulfills the liberal
arts cultural awareness requirement. Otherwise, it applies
as a music elective credit for music majors and elective
credit for non-music majors. (4 s.h.)

Fees: Estimated cost for participants will be $2400-52600

MUS293B Travel: University Brass Tour

A student brass quintet will present a short program of
varied music, touring regional high schools during the
interim period. Students participating in the quintet will
explore the history of brass ensemble music and will be
exposed to brass pieces of various styles and historical
eras. (2 s.h.)

Selected by Audition

SPA230/330A Travel Abroad for Novice or
Intermediate/Advanced Students of Spanish

Study abroad in Ecuador for three weeks. Students live
with a host family and attend 20 hours of small group
language classes each week. Afternoons and weekends
are free for exploring the community. Additional
excursion opportunities are available.

Prerequisites: 1 prior semester of Spanish for SPA230,
SPA101-202 are prerequisites for SPA330

SWK274B Travel: SWK Traveling Seminar

This course has two components: (1) One Campus Session:
Historical background, religion & customs of the Central
American people, with student self-reflections on cross-
cultural encounters; (2) Overseas seminar in Managua,

Nicaragua: (Nine days including traveling time). Seminar
discussions include issues related to: Community
development, social justice, international relations, cross-
cultural human services and, integration of faith and
learning in an international context. The instructional
sessions and community projects will be offered by the
Council of Protestant Churches of Nicaragua ¢ Nehemiah
Project.

For lodging purposes and in order to facilitate cross-
cultural immersion, students will be assigned to local
families who may or may not be fluent in English language.
Some Spanish proficiency preferred. All local instructors
and guides are bilingual. (3 s.h.)

Prerequisites: Junior Status or Instructor Approval

THE273A Travel: Visit to the Holy Land

Ten days of extraordinary exposure to ancient and modern
Israel. Locations visited will include Jerusalem, Bethlehem,
Nazareth, Sea of Galilee, Dead See, and Masada. During
the week prior to departure the class will prepare for the
trip by looking at the history and modern culture of Israel.
USF students will travel with students and faculty from
Sioux Falls Seminary as well as non-students from the
greater Sioux Falls area. (4 s.h.)

Fees: Approximate cost is $2800 to cover ten
days. Costincludes airfare, in-country
transportation, lodging, guides, two
meals daily, gratuities, taxes, facilities
charge, entrance fees, security fees,
departure fees, immigration fees, and
customs fees.

Courses Required in Specified Majors

Some courses that are required for majors may also
satisfy a liberal arts core requirement.

ACC250A Interactive Accounting
This course is a computerized simulation in basic
accounting; journalizing, posting, adjusting, ledgers,

worksheets, and financial statement preparation. (3 s.h.)
Pre-requisite: ACC 225

BIO490A General Zoology
A comparative survey of the animal kingdom emphasizing

morphology, physiology and taxonomy of major groups.
(4 s.h.)



Pre-requisite: BIO 100

CHE311A Physical Chemistry

This course is a study of behavior of chemical systems,
emphasizing gas behavior and classical thermodynamics.
There will be four lectures and one 3-hour laboratory per
week. (4 s.h.)

Pre-requisite: CHE 111, MAT 204

EDU218A Paraprofessional in Education

This course consists primarily of an in-school experience in
which candidates are assigned to work as a classroom
assistant. Candidates are expected to attend all days that
school is in session. Students are placed in schools that
expand on the diversity of school and cultural experiences
they have encountered. Performance evaluation serves as
one admission criterion for admittance into the teacher
education program. (3 s.h.)

EXS210A Care & Prevention of Injuries

Care and Prevention of Injuries is intended for students
who have an interest in coaching and/or for students
planning to work in a wellness/fitness capacity. The
course goes beyond basic first aid and is designed to help
individuals assess the nature of an injury and determine
the proper course of action when qualified medical
personnel are not available. The class allows for students
to learn and practice basic taping techniques, a valuable
skill for coaches at smaller schools. (2 s.h.)

EXS315A Fitness Assessment Methods

This course provides an introduction and laboratory
experience in techniques for fitness assessments, exercise
prescription, and the analysis and evaluation of
assessment data. (3 s.h.)

Pre-requisite: EXS 310

LAR210A Aesthetics

Aesthetics is a branch of philosophy concerned with the
feelings aroused in us by sensory experiences through
sight, taste, touch and smell. It summons a response to
both the natural world around us and the world we make,
especially the world or fine arts. Thus, two significant
questions will govern this course: 1) What is art? and 2)
How and why does art create such a response in us? In
addition, the course introduces students to aesthetics —
the branch of contemporary philosophy that deals with
the nature and value of aesthetic objects and experiences.
To this end, students will explore the aesthetic experience
through  various readings, lectures, discussions,
performances and field trips. They will also write a
manifesto on beauty over the course of the term and
create either an aesthetically pleasing (beautiful) OR anti-
aesthetic/conceptual work of art. This artistic enterprise
will be collaborative in nature (in small group settings)

with each group presenting their projects to the class at
the end of the semester. (3 s.h.)
Pre-requisite: LAR 112

MAT202A Finite Mathematics

Finite Math is a practical course with applications
particularly for students of management who learn to
make prudent financial decisions. The course begins with
a review of linear equations and inequalities. The
discussion is extended to systems of linear equations that
model the several influences or interactions within
financial and management problems. Matrix algebra
facilitates handling linear equation systems.  Matrix
inversion provides solutions to linear systems.
Optimization problems create decision strategies for best
use of resources within given constraints. The preceding
work with linear systems and matrices provides the
foundation for linear programming and the simplex
method of optimization. The course concludes with an
introduction to optimal strategies from Game Theory.
These techniques are proving useful in modern theories of
economics. (3 s.h.)

Pre-requisite: MAT 112 or MAT 113

MED293A Sports Journalism

This course will deal with reporting on sporting news in
the Sioux Falls area during January. Experience will include
sports reporting for both radio and the web as well as
experimenting with live play-by-play coverage of USF
sports on the internet. (3 s.h.)

Pre-requisite: MED 204, MED 206, or Instructor’s Approval

MUS284A Instrumental Techniques: Strings

This course will provide an introduction to the techniques
used in the performance of the orchestral string
instruments. (2 s.h.)

PSY201A General Psychology

This course offers an overview of basic concepts and
research methods in the field of Psychology. The course
serves as an introduction to and prerequisite for other
courses in psychology. (3 s.h.)

PSY403A Psychology of Personality
This course will provide a study of the various approaches
to understanding the development of personality. (3 s.h.)

Liberal Arts Core Requirements

Some of the following courses may also satisfy major
requirements. Please refer to each course description for
details.

ART100A Introduction to Art



Students will discover how the visual arts influence their
lives by being exposed to a variety of contemporary and
traditional art themes. Students will attend lectures,
watch demonstrations, participate in discussions, read and
write about art, view videos, visit art galleries, study
original art, and create their own art. This course satisfies
a liberal arts core requirement for the fine arts. (3 s.h.)

BUS 283A International Business Cultures

This course is directed toward both those who travel for
broader life experiences and toward members of the
business community who wish to turn to foreign cultural
differences into competitive advantage. Today, the general
world traveler and business person increasingly find
themselves living and working in  multi-cultural
environments, dealing with real differences in everything
from communication styles to social etiquette to core
values. This course will address why cross-cultural
knowledge and understanding are important to them. The
business world is littered with international projects and
opportunities that failed to overcome cultural barriers. An
attempt to minimize such incidents and to nurture a more
meaningful understanding of the ways of life around the
world will be the overriding objectives of this offering.
(3s.h)

COM104A Computer Solutions

Students will enhance their abilities to manage, analyze
and present information by using modern computer
technologies. Emphasis will be put on problem definition,
structured solution of subordinate problems and
identification of  appropriate problem solving
methodologies. Laboratory work will use three principal
types of computer applications: databases for
management of information, spreadsheets and other
programs for information analysis, and word processing,
HTML documents and PowerPoint for effective
information presentation. Other topics include web page
and web site creation, information security issues
including firewalls and antivirus programs, the societal
effects of information technologies, and an introduction to
programming. This course satisfies the University’s Liberal
Arts Core Requirement in Computer Science. (3 s.h.)

CST100CT A Fundamentals of Communication

This course provides a basic introduction to interpersonal
communication and public presentations. Everyone
engages in interpersonal communication daily, with
parents, friends, employers, colleagues, etc. Public
communication is quite crucial to the college-educated
individual.  Emphasis will be placed on developing
competence in each area. This means that the depth of
coverage, development of skill and understanding will be

somewhat less for each area than if the term were
devoted to one or the other. As will be seen throughout
the term, however, the knowledge and skills required for
competence in the two areas are complementary. (3 s.h.)

ENG200A Introduction to Literature

English 200 introduces students to the study of literature
as an art form and as a form of human and cultural
expressions. It is an introduction and survey of various
genres: Fiction, drama, and poetry. Studies include the
reading, discussing, and writing about literature from
several perspectives: from the aesthetic, intellectual,
social, cultural and religious perspectives. Often the
methods for analyzing and appreciating other arts- the
visual and communicative-is applicable to the methods to
the literary arts. Whatever your present appreciation for
literature, this course is intended to enrich your insights
about human nature through literature exposure and to
cultivate an understanding and appreciation for literature.
(3s.h.)

Pre-requisite: LAR 111

ENG294A Classical Literature and Mythology

Gods and goddesses. Monsters. Heroes. Wars. Families.
Intrigue. Tragedy. Comedy. And finally understanding
what that giant rabbit in Monty Python and the Holy Grail
is all about.

This course will be a general introduction to classical
literature and mythology in the Greek and Roman
traditions. We’'ll read epic poetry, classical tragedy and
comedy, and renderings of myths that still pervade
western literature and culture. Additionally, we’ll read
and watch some contemporary revisions of the classical
myths in order to see what ancient myth can communicate
today.

This course fulfills the Liberal Arts Core Requirement for
literature and serves as an elective for the English major.
(3s.h.)

Pre-requisite: LAR 111 and LAR 112

EXS200A Dimensions of Wellness

This course will provide a holistic exploration of the
physical, emotional, social, intellectual, and spiritual
dimensions of health and wellness. Students are
encouraged to assess their personal health status and to
consider lifestyle choices that can contribute to a healthy,
fulfilling life. (2 s.h.)
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HIS/PSC311A  US Diplomatic History

This course studies the origin and development of United
States foreign policy from the beginning of the nation to
1945. This course also includes diplomatic usage, customs,
and terms as they fall into the sequence of events. (3 s.h.)

MAT113A College Algebra



This course is a study of algebra including polynomial and
rational functions. This course plus MAT114 Functions is
equivalent to MAT112 College Algebra & Trigonometry. (2
s.h.)

Pre-requisite: MAT 111 or 2 years of High School Algebra

MAT233A Introduction to Statistics

This course will provide an introduction to the
fundamentals of statistics with applications.  Topics
include frequency distributions, sampling distributions,
testing hypotheses, analysis of variance, regression and
correlations and nonparametric methods. (3 s.h.)
Pre-requisite: MAT 111 or equivalent

MUS193A Music of the Movies -

A survey of the history and impact of music upon movies
and television programs, and the influence of the cinema
upon the music of the 20" century composters. (3s.h.)
Satisfies: Liberal arts core Fine Arts requirement

THE/HIS414A The Reformation

This course will provide a survey of the European
Reformation of the sixteenth and seventeenth centuries
and its constituent movements (the German, Swiss,
Radical, English, and Catholic Reformations). Successive
offerings of the course will focus upon a different figure of
movement each time offered. (3 s.h.)

Pre-requisite: THE 240, THE 303 or HIS 101, or Instructor

Approval

Elective Credit Only

The following courses satisfy elective credit towards
graduation or elective credit towards a major or minor.
Please refer to each course description for details.

ART284A Color Theory

This course offers the opportunity to study the systems
and interactions of color in order to enhance its use in a
variety of artistic media. Students will study color
principles,  terminology, applications and  color
manipulation through a series of presentations and studio
projects. Assignments will emphasize subtractive color
through the application of acrylic paint on paper and
canvas, cut papers on Bristol board, and latex paint on wall
surfaces. (3s.h.)

Pre-requisite: ART/MED 120

CRJ/HIS/PSC283A The Law of War

Through the use of the Padilla, Hamdi, and Rasul Cases,
this course explores the development of the law of war
since the formation of the United Nations and the role of
the Constitution in that development. (3 s.h.)

Pre-requisite: CRJ 203 or Instructor Approval

EDU284A Teaching At-Risk Adolescents

This course is designed to help students understand the
dynamics that cause adolescents to become
disenfranchised in school as well as in society. Emphasis
will be placed on ways to subvert the dynamics that
eventually cause some at-risk students to drop out of
school and/or face incarceration. Students will also
explore the strategies of alternative schools and
correctional facilities in working with disenfranchised

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EDU400A Student Teaching Portfolio
Development & Assembly

This course is a collaborative, hands-on course,
designated to assist teacher candidates with
developing, assembling, and organizing the evidence
and artifacts that demonstrate competency in the six
sections of the Education curriculum model and the ten
INTASC standards. Students will learn the format and
amount of evidence needed to establish competency in
these areas. (3 s.h.)

EDU407A Kindergarten Experience

This course is practicum based. University supervisor
will visit student in school placement during the month
of January. (3 s.h.)

EXS330A Cardiac Rehabilitation

The following course is a study of the four phases of
cardiac rehabilitation including education,
Pathophysiology, prevention, interventions and
pharmacology. (3 s.h.)

HIS293A War & Peace: A Christian Consideration

This course surveys historical ideas about war and peace.
How has mankind dealt with war and what were their
ideas about peace. These include the Catholic Church’s
“Just War” Doctrine and teachings of Jesus. In modern
times how is terrorism changing society and how should
society respond? Should “Christian’s” participate in war?
What does it mean to be a pacifist? (3 s.h.)

MAT284A The Mathematics of Style- CANCELLED
This course explores mathematics in literature, art, music,
and dance. Students will participate in classroom
discussions based on outside readings; they will research
topics in math, literature, art, music, and dance and will
communicate their findings through formal research
papers; and they will solve mathematical problems based
on applications from these areas. This course applies as
math elective credit towards graduation. (3 s.h.)
Pre-requisite: Liberal Arts Math Core




MAT373A Truth and Beauty: Topics in the
Philosophy of Mathematics

When mathematicians say that something is ‘true,” what
do they really mean? In what sense-if at all-do
mathematical objects actually exist? What does ‘beautiful
mathematics’ look like? Are mathematical structures
necessary or contingent? Are mathematical proofs
infallible? This course will tap into the minds of many
mathematicians and philosophers (including those
participating in the seminar) to explore answers to these
and other related questions. (3 s.h.)

Prerequisites: at least one element of PHI 207, MAT 293,
MAT 303, MAT 305, or MAT 306

PSY183A The Game of Life

Games usually have clear objectives to play for and shared
rules to play by. On the basis of these objectives and
rules, we learn strategies in order to play well (or to at
least have fun trying). Sometimes we win and sometimes
we lose. The consequences of winning and losing are
usually (but not always) minimally damaging to our overall
fulfillment. The game of life also has objectives to life for,
rules to live by, and strategies to help us live well.
However, our life objectives/purposes are not always
clear, we do not always live by the same rules/principles,
we can fail to learn the best life strategies/plans, and the
consequences of winning and losing are quite serious. In
this course, we will focus on the game of life through the
examination of character qualities, human virtues,
ultimate concerns, psychological and interpersonal skills,
and life strategies from both psychological and Christian
perspectives. You will have the opportunity to play games,
analyze movies that portray human strengths, and explore
your own views on how to win the game of life. (3 s.h.)

SOC373A Social History of Stand-up Comedy

For sixty years stand-up comics have been significant social
commentators, reflecting, critiquing, and shaping social
relationships in the U.S. We will explore stand-up comedy
as an art form and as a social force. Students will have an
opportunity to develop and present a stand-up routine,
but performance will not be a requirement for successful
completion of the course. Because we will be watching
many comics in performance, and because explicit and
politically incorrect language has been integral to the
history of stand-up, use discretion in registering for this
course. (3 s.h.)

SPA402A Integrated Civilization & Lit: SPAIN

A holistic study of the civilizations of Spain its products,
practices, and perspectives of its peoples. (3 s.h.)
Prerequisite: SPA 301 & SPA 302

THE383A/ENG383A The Theology of Harry Potter

The wildly popular Harry Potter series has been
condemned by much of the Christian community as
promoting a fascination with magic and the occult. This
class will explore that criticism and will critically examine a
variety of theological topics (death, sacrifice, community,
love, the moral life, etc) imbedded within the Harry Potter
books. All students taking this class must have completely
read the first six Harry Potter books before the class
begins. (3 s.h.)

Prerequisite: THE 240

THE394A The Parables of Jesus

The Gospel of Mark tells us that Jesus spoke in parables in
order to confuse, enlighten, and engage. Together we will
explore the messages and enigmas of these famous
stories, studying each parable found in Matthew, Mark,
and Luke in its original literary, cultural and historical
context. (3 s.h.)

Prerequisite: THE 140
